CCDW Instructor-Trainer Class Offered

The Department of Criminal Justice Training will conduct a Carrying Concealed Deadly Weapons (CCDW) Instructor-Trainer class in Richmond October 3-4, 2005.  Certification as a CCDW Instructor-Trainer will allow you to conduct both Applicant and Instructor classes.

Applicants must meet the following requirements:

· Must be 21 years of age and a citizen of the United States

· *Must hold a concealed deadly weapon license issued pursuant to KRS 237.110

· Must pass the Instructor-Trainer course certified by the Dept. of Criminal Justice Training

· Must possess a high school diploma or GED certificate

· In addition to successfully passing the Instructor-Trainer Course, you must possess at least one of the following valid firearms instructor certifications:
– National Rifle Association Personal Protection Instructor Course
– National Rifle Association Pistol Marksmanship Instructor Course
– Certification from a Kentucky or other firearms instructor course  
   offered by a state or federal governmental agency; or
– Certification from another firearms instructor training course that has    
   been determined by the Commissioner of the Department of Criminal 
   Justice Training to be equivalent to one of the above listed courses.

2. A copy of your high school diploma or GED certificate

3. A certificate showing that you passed one of the following courses:
– National Rifle Association Personal Protection Instructor Course
– National Rifle Association Pistol Marksmanship Instructor Course
– A firearms instructor course offered by a state or federal governmental 
   agency

4. If you wish to receive credit for a firearms instructor course other than the ones listed above, you must send the following information:
– The name of the course, sponsoring agency, and total hours
– Documentation of the time, date, and location you attended the course
– A complete description of the curriculum, including the content of the 
   courses
– A certificate showing that you passed the course.

*If you do not have your CCDW license yet, you may take this course and receive an Applicant certificate to use to request a license.  You will not be certified as an Instructor-Trainer until we receive proof that you possess a CCDW license.
